Prepare now for the Fishing and Boating Season 

 
The open water fishing season has begun. We are fishing for panfish and walleye right now. Prepare your fishing equipment now 
so you can catch lots of nice fish later this season.  
 
Check your rod(s) to make sure they are ready for another season. Examine the grip and reel seat to make sure they are in good 
condition. Inspect all the guides for cracks/nicks. Use a cotton swab and run it around the inside of each guide. If any are dam-
aged, the cotton will catch on the defective area and you will detect the damage. Replace any damaged guides.  
 
Examine your reel(s). Clean and lubricate as needed. Fill with fresh line. You will need good line for all those lunkers.  
 
Check all the safety equipment on your boat. Make sure the life preservers are in good condition. Check all the other safety gear 
to make sure it in good condition. Replace any damaged or questionable items. Safety first while on the water.
